
Church Planting Tour in Argentina
Last September, I returned to Argentina for our annual tour to promote the need 
for planting churches 
in Argentina.  Our 
speaker was Rev. 
Henry Ramaya Pil-
lai, a Malaysian 
pastor that has been 
involved in the plant-
ing of almost 800 
churches around the 
world. What a tre-
mendous blessing.  
We held 12 meetings 
with Pastors, leaders 
and churches, travel-
ing by land and air 5600 miles. During these 10 days, we visited 7 provinces and 
had over half of the 23 provinces and the Federal capital represented in these 
meetings.  Over 5500 persons attended and representing over 125 churches.   Our 
goal is to raise up 50,000 intercessors, and many new church planters.  Over 
500 people responded to the call to plant a church in the next several years in 
services.
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In August 06, we sent our son Stephen off 
for his first year of study at Valley Forge 
Christian College in Pennsylvania.  We 
are so happy to have been able to be in the 
states this part year with him even though 
we were 500 miles away it was better than 
5000 miles.  

In April 07, Christopher, a freshman at 
Greater Portland Christian School went on 
his first mission’s trip to Guatemala, Cen-
tral America with a group from his school.  
He was challenged by the needs in that 
country and we are believing great things 
for him. Both Stephen and Christopher have 
been on the honor roll.  We are very proud 
of them!  Ellen has continued her studies 
this year at the University of Maine towards 
a degree in Spanish translation.  She is a 
diligent student!

Please pray for us as we head back to Ar-
gentina in a few short months.

In February, I traveled back to Argentina for our 7th Annual School of 
Pioneers in Buenos Aires, Argentina.  This is an opportunity for our new 
church planting families to receive teaching, specialized classes, and 
inspirational services.  Our speaker this year was Rev. Emilio and Beth-
any Abreu, pastors of a growing 7000 member congregation in Paraguay.  
They along with other Pastors from Argentina brought timely words from 
the Lord to our church planting family. Over 120 pioneers, speakers and 
workers attended and 25 new church planting projects were represented.  
Just prior to the start of the School of Pioneers, we held a Retreat for our 
Mentors and National Representatives for the country.  These are very
